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The Mayfly Genus Lachlania in Utah

On August 9, 1947, the writer collected a single female
imago and several nymphs of the Mayfly genus Lachlania from
the Green River at Hideout Canyon, Daggett County, Utah.
On September 3, 1947, the writer returned and was able to
rear the species and collect additional nymphs and many imagoes
of both sexes. These specimens apparently represent the first
record of the occurrence of this genus in the United States.
With the exception of L. saskatchewanensis Ide which was de-
scribed from a single specimen taken near Humboldt, Sas-
katchewan, the described species of this genus are Neotropical.’
